Overview

Many children spend a large portion of their day in early childhood environments.
Because of this, these centres should be positive learning environments where
children have the opportunity to explore a variety of learning materials in a number
of grouping formats (e.g., small group, large group) and locales (e.g., inside,
outside). By observing different aspects of the classroom environment such as the
daily schedule, the age-appropriateness of the activities and routines, and the
arrangement of the physical elements, one can often determine whether the
environment is conducive to learning and whether the teachers are providing quality
care.
